A lovely holly tunnel, a vaccary (old stone slab fence),
Stone Chair and lovely woodland walking
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the Stone Chair, opposite the front of the
pub,

(There are bus services to Halifax and
Bradford near here)

The Duke of York and the Stone Chair

® From The Duke of York Inn, turn down
West Street and continue past Shelf School.

® Just after Broad Ings Way, cross the road
and take a sign posted paved passage on
the right. Cross the busy Bradford Road
(A6036) to Bridle Stile (or turn left for 150
metres to the Bottomley’s Arms).

® Follow the road or the parallel waymarked
wide grassy path along the edge of Shelf
Hall Park. Immediately before the car park,
turn right downhill to Stile House where the
road becomes a track and continue for
about 750m towards Dean House Farm.

® Do not enter the farmyard; look for a fin-
ger post and wooden stile in the wall to the
left before the farm gate, and go down to
the stream, cutting across the field corner.

® Cross the stile and footbridge near Dilly
Waterfalls, climb the stone steps and turn
right onto a concrete lane. At the house fol-
low the narrow-fenced path on the left. Go
through the gates and take the right fork
going downhill into woodland above Wood
Fall Beck.

The falls below Dean House Farm

® After a short distance, bear left at the
fork, taking the higher path. Further on,
where a stream crosses the path, go up on
a wide, grassy path, to the field corner left
of the pylon.

EThe path before
Ox Heys Farm

® Cross into the next field, following the
topside of the wall into a narrow path. You
come out on to a tarmac lane at Middle Ox
Heys Farm. Continue to the T-junction. You
are now in Norwood Green.
